'Pendula’ eminently suited as a solitary tree. The dark, blue-green needles grow in groups, with up to 30 bundled together. The ovoid, upright
cones grow singly or in pairs and have a round top. 'Pendula’ saplings are particularly sensitive to frost, requiring a sunny site sheltered from

wind. Does not thrive well in high-pH soils.
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
