The scaly foliage stands in typical, shell-shaped tufts

planted at different angles on thicker twigs. Because the foliage is glossy dark green and the young growth tips light green, these shapes are

enhanced. The result is a highly ornamental plant that lives up to the name Gracilis. 'Nana Gracilis' is a slow-growing plant, wrongly labelled as

a dwarf conifer. Therefore, the plant is not very suitable for small rock gardens and troughs.

Was named just after the mid-19th century and is to this day an excellent and widely cultivated cultivar.
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
