'Pendula’ which has more hanging branches. The tree grows slowly, rendering it suitable for small gardens, as well. The fan-shaped leaves grow
in bundles of 3 - 5 together and have an incised top. 'Horizontalis' is generally not as brilliantly coloured in the autumn. It requires a site with
