The male and female flower parts are in separate

flowers in different trees. The male flowers appear in compact clusters of usually four flowers together. The female flowers appearin long

pendent racemes. Like other maples the fruits have typical “wings”, called “samaras”. The tree grows both at wet and dry sites. It has a deep

rooting main root which branches out strongly.
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
