Usually multiple-stemmed tree with an upright central leader, creating an irregular, ovoid crown. Both the trunk and the young twigs are grey.
In contrast with A. glutinosa, A. incana has no sticky parts. The alternate leaves are light green and very deeply dissected. The undersides are
hairy to velvety, just like the twigs. Buds are short stalked and the inflorescence consists of + 0.5 cm inconspicuous female catkins and £ 7 cm
purplish male catkins with yellow pollen. The grey brown strobiles appear in September and decorate the tree all winter. 'Laciniata’ roots deep,
but shallower than A. glutinosa. Is more tolerant to moist than the species, but for really wet sites the strongly resembling and larger A.

glutinosa 'Laciniata’ is better suited.
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
