Carpinus orientalis is a densely branched large shrub to small tree with a broadly ascending, eventually broadly vase-shaped, crown. Eventually
the tree can grow more than 10 m tall, but usually, with a height of 6-8 m, it remains lower in cultivation. The brownish-grey young twigs are
densely hairy. The old bark is grey and smooth. The glossy leaves are dark green with a double serrated leaf margin. The fruiting catkins are not
remarkably large, but still add to the ornamental value of this tree, native to Europe. Differs from the common hornbeam (C. betulus) in that the
leaves of C. orientalis are smaller and the glumes of the fruiting catkins are unlobed.

Carpinus orientalis grows in all soils, provided they are sufficiently nutritious. Both dry and wet soils are well tolerated.
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
