Medium-size tree up to about 8 m, initially with a pyramidal crown that later becomes a broad ovoid. Due to the rather spreading lateral
branches when mature, the crown will eventually become nearly round. The bright green leaves turn bright red in autumn. The yellow flowers
are grouped in small umbels and open around mid-February. The tree is best regarded as the Asiatic counterpart of C. mas. The main difference
is that the leaves of C. officinalis have 6 - 7 lateral veins instead of 3 - 5, and the young twigs are brown instead of green. Also, C. officinalis

blossoms about a week earlier than C. mas. The tree demands a fairly dry, preferably warm position in limy, light clay or sandy soil.
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
