The leaf is somewhat susceptible to

sunburn. In autumn they turn brownish yellow. The blossom and fruits are the same as other F. sylvatica: inconspicuous flower catkins followed

by 1-2 cm nuts in cupules covered with brush-like spines. ‘Aurea Pendula’ is a decorative tree with beautifully coloured foliage. It prospers in

well-drained, humic soil that is not too wet. Moderately wind resistant.
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
