Slow growing, small tree with a rather irregular, broad, vase-shaped crown, up to about 8 m. The fairly small leaves are curved and irregularly
pectinately dissected. They are brownish red to dark purplish brown. The leaves are closely clustered at the end of the twigs. In fact, ‘Brathay
Purple’ is the bronze-purple variant of ‘Cristata’. The original tree can still be seen at a cemetery in Brathay, a small town north of Windermere

in England. It prospers in well-drained, humic soil that is not too wet. Preferably in full sun. Moderately wind resistant.
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
