The flower buds are
pink. The relatively large edible fruits measure up to 5 cm across. They are green-yellow with a red blush and edible. This old cultivar,

introduced in 1886 by Baumschule Spath in Germany, is sometimes wrongly used as a synonym of M. pulima ‘Pendula’. A quaint tree that is very

susceptible to scab.
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
