FASTIGIATA JOES is a columnar birch with a tighter crown shape than 'Fastigiata'. The upright twigs are straighter, thicker and therefore

sturdier than in 'Fastigiata', giving the tree a more robust appearance. The crown is quite dense (for a birch) and the twig tops do not hang

down as much as in 'Fastigiata'. Already within a few years, the striking grey-white trunk is visible. This forms a good combination with the dark
green foliage of FASTIGIATA JOES.
