In principle

the flowers are female, but in practice they are self-pollinating. The flowers are followed by numerous glossy red berries from 8 to 10 mm

across. Prefers a humic, moist but well-drained soil and tolerates either acidic or calcareous soil. Also an excellent hedge plant.
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
