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'Hedelfinger Riesenkirsche' is a sweet cherry with a semi-open crown of 6-8 m in height. The crown is broad ovoid and slightly irregular in shape.

This cultivar produces beautiful orange to deep red autumn colours. The tree flowers around mid-April to early May with white blossom and is
