This weeping variety of Q. pyrenaica grows to be a broad tree with very pendulous branches. The crown is half-open. The thin twigs are grey and
downy, later smooth and olive-green. The leaves vary in size: 10 - 18 cm long and 3.5 - 10 cm wide. They are covered with yellowish-green felt-
like hairs on both sides. The underside remains hairy. The lobes are narrower than those of the species and mostly very deeply incised. The
leaves are a somewhat paler green than those of the species. The elongated ovoid acorns are grouped in twos and fours and are half enclosed
by the cupule: the latter is covered with long contiguous scales that carry felt-like hairs. Some believe that 'Pendula’ is a natural variety and wild

populations of Q. pyrenaica do include trees with an emphatic weeping shape.
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
