Small tree with somewhat variable but usually broad ovoid crown. Young trees usually have a narrow ovoid crown. The young twigs are green,
sometimes slightly red and covered in short, thick hair. Older twigs are hairless. The bark remains smooth for a long time with typical, small
diamond-shaped fissures. Only later does the bark develop longitudinal grooves. The leaf has felt-like hair on the underside. On the upper side
the veins are slightly sunken giving the leaf a rather wrinkled surface. S. caprea is the earliest blossoming species. The catkins appear around
late March. Male catkins consist of golden yellow stamens, the female ones are covered with a thick layer of silver-coloured hair among which
the pistils are found. Easy tree which grows on almost every type of nutrient-rich but not extremely acidic soil. Tolerates slight drought and

quite a lot of moisture.
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
