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The Common Lilac is a very familiar large shrub to a small tree with a dense, round crown. The tree grows 3-7 m high and equally wide. The
young twigs are grey-green and the old bark is grey-brown. Later in life, the bark flakes off slightly, in small plates. The broadly ovoid leaves are
mid-green in colour. The apex is pointed and the base is broadly wedge-shaped to shallowly heart-shaped. In May, after the leaves unfurl, the
flowers open in 10-20 cm panicles. The individual flowers are 0.8-1.3 cm in size and the corolla lobes face outwards at the top of the flowers.

Naturally, the flowers are lilac, but there are hundreds of cultivars with a variation in flower colours from white to deep purple. There are also
